Each student’s
interests are explored and developed
through volunteering, internships and
job placements.

Comfortable Apartment Living

CIP Brevard students reside in fully
furnished apartments, with laundry
facilities, located adjacent to the Brevard
Community College and within walking
distance of grocery stores, Regions Bank,
Books-A-Million, Starbucks and many
restaurants. Each student has their own
bedroom and shares the bathroom, living
room and kitchen with one to three
apartment-mates. A central courtyard
provides the perfect place for students to
socialize with each other in the evenings
and on weekends.

Coordinated Weekend Activities
Throughout the weekend, students

might visit local attractions such as the
beach, the Avenues at Viera (shopping and
movies), historic downtown Melbourne,
the Maxwell King Center for Performing

The comprehensive services at CIP

Levels of Support

In order to address the financial needs of
families, as well as facilitate the transition
process, CIP developed Levels of Support.

After a comprehensive assessment
during the admissions process, students
enter into one of four incoming Levels
of Support. Levels are reassessed on a
yearly basis. As students learn the skills
necessary for success, they transition to
new levels offering reduced supports while
retaining an important connection to their
peers and CIP staff members.

Tuition and Fees

The cost for Levels of Support ranges
from $71,900 to $39,900 annually (not
including room and board, college classes
and/or the C-STEP program).

Continuum of Support (for

continuing students)

CIP’s Continuum Levels allow current
students to retain key supports necessary
for success while transitioning from CIP.
Tuition for Continuum Levels ranges from
$26,900 to $16,000 annually.

Monthly Living Expenses
Additional monthly living expenses

include:

e Furnished apartment rent

e Apartment utilities

e Food budget

e Personal spending money

These costs approximately range from
$1,245 to $1,940, depending on the CIP
program location.

Payment Schedule

In order to secure an accepted student’s
slot, a signed contract and $5,000 deposit
are due upon acceptance. CIP tuition is due
in two sums, by June 1st and October 1st.

Families can also take advantage of
Sallie Mae’s TuitionPay Payment Plan,
which spreads tuition payments equally
over 12 months, without interest or
finance charges. The TuitionPay Plan is
available to all families, regardless of
financial need. For more information on
TuitionPay, call (800) 635-0120 or apply at
www.cipworldwide.org.



Additional Resources

Tax Deductibility

In accordance with IRS Regulation 1.213-
1(e)(1)(v)(a) a medical deduction is allowed
for the cost of tuition when a school
meets the definition of a “special school
for physically or mentally handicapped
individuals. The definition of a “special
school” is a school where the primary
purpose of the school is to enable students
to compensate for handicaps in order to
prepare them for future normal education
and/or normal living.

CIP meets this definition, as its primary
goal is to assist students in earning a
degree in college and with developing
skills necessary for employment and
living independently in the community.
Applicants considering deducting CIP’s
tuition on their federal income tax returns
should consult with a tax advisor on this
matter.

SEDF Scholarships

The Student Educational Development
Fund (SEDF), a not-for-profit 501(c)3
foundation providing scholarships to help
defray the cost of tuition for eligible CIP
applicants.

Priority deadline is April 15th for the
following fall enrollment, after which
applications are processed first-come first-
served basis.

Interested families must first apply
to CIP, then fill out an SEDF scholarship
application providing two years past tax
information and a written statement.

Regional Center Funding (State of

California only)

Regional centers are nonprofit private
corporations in California that contract
with the Department of Developmental
Services to provide or coordinate services
and supports for individuals with
developmental disabilities.

Public Funds

Some program costs may be fully or
partially defrayed through Supplemental
Security Income (SSI), Social Security
Disability Insurance (SSDI), Vocational
Rehabilitation or school district funding
that some students may be eligible for.
We encourage students to apply for these
prior to admission.

Can students skip levels during
their time at CIP?

Yes. While it is not common,
it is possible for students to
go from a Level 1 to a Level 3
in the course of 1 year. Move-
ment within Levels of Support
is based on each student’s
individual progress.

I can’t afford Level 1, can my
student have Level 2 services
instead?

Levels of Support are assessed
based on student’s individual
needs, not the financial needs
of a family.
